Area of Focus: Music Ministry

Description: 

This internship is designed to grow a student leader who is passionate about how music can be used as a ministry within and outside the walls of the church. The student would work closely with the music director, pastors, lay worship leaders, and special guests to plan and lead music in worship and at special events. This student would be encouraged to explore his/her own ideas and gifts brought to this ministry as well as work with our existing music ministries. A student intern at Summit is someone who both learns from this church community and teaches the community as s/he brings unique gifts and experiences. 

Qualifications:

· Have interest and experience with music performance.

· A desire to lead in areas where the music director, pastors, and intern supervisor ask you to lead (mostly in related music ministries at the church).

· Willingness to learn and grow throughout the internship.

· Ability to network and reach out to new people, groups and resources to enhance the music ministry at Summit. This especially includes campus connections.

· A demonstrated ability to relate to and work with individuals from diverse socioeconomic, cultural and ethnic backgrounds. 

· Must be an undergraduate student. 

Responsibilities:

· Assist with coordinating and leading music for worship.

· Includes attending worship planning meetings

· Assist or lead planning for special music programs with the consultation of the music director and pastors. 

· Examples in 2011: Summit hosted a production of the musical Godspell and performers such as Miss Money and The Affording Hope Project.

· Lead outreach efforts to campus regarding music at Summit. 

· Meet at least twice a month with your supervisor.

· Meet at least once a month with the Summit Intern Group and Campus Pastor. 

· Work five hours a week for $8.00/hour. 

· Work one night a month as the front desk worker.
